Overview of the tender

Yanabia Al-Khair Charity Foundation announces its

The Agreement covers vehicle rental services including
the provision of drivers, fuel supply, routine
maintenance, and fulfilment of all operational
requirements as needed, based on Purchase Orders
issued during the term of the Agreement, specifying the
number of vehicles, their type, and the duration and
schedule of use by YKF.
